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General 

The University of Strathclyde Business School's Department of Information 
Science was highly commended by the judges of the 1987 Aslib/ISI award for 
Innovation in Inform!ltion Management for the enterprising way the Department 
has developed in recent years. 

The citation praised Professor Blaise Cronin and his colleagues for their educa­
tional and research initiatives in the field of information management. 

This is the first time an academic department has been cited for its collective 
activity since the award was established. 

The judging panel comprised: Lord Dainton FRS, Dr. Sandra Ward, and Miss 
Angela Haygarth Jackson OBE. The award ceremony took place during Information 
Showcase at the Barbican Centre in London in March. 

Award

The Exhibition will take the form of an annual £2,000 student award, beginning 
in 1988/89 and running for an initial period of five years. 

The recipient of the prize will be a student on one of the Department's Masters 
programmes who submits the best proposal of acceptable standard for an original 
dissertation which contributes to knowledge and understanding of the value concept 
in information science, management or policy making.

Curriculum in Africa 

The majority of the participants of the "International Colloquium on the 
Harmonization of Education and Training for Library, Information and Archival 
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Personnel" from Africa were invited by the German Foundation for International 
Development (DSE) to attend a Poshconference Seminar on "Curriculum adjust­
ments in Information Studies. Training Programmes in Africa" were held in Bonn 
from August 24 to 28, 1987. DSE has been actively involved in harmonization 
efforts, at least with regard to training institutions in Eastern and Southern African 
Countries, since the late seventies, commissioning studies and convening meetings 
for that purpose. 

The objectives of the seminar were to produce a synopsis of existing and 
projected training programmes at African institutions, to discuss the implementa­
tion of harmonization efforts at their own library schools, considering the existing 
socio-economic and cultural conditions, and work out proposals for future DSE 
programmes in the field of advanced training of librarians, archivists, documenta­
lists and information personnel. 

In recognition of the resolutions of the London Colloquium on "The Harmoni­
zation of Education and Training Programmes for Library, Information and Archi­
val Personnel", the post-conference seminar participants recommend: 

in view of the developing information market related to the socio-economic 
and cultural environment, that Africa's information studies (librarianship, 
archival studies, information science) institutions should review their pro­
grammes in order to develop a harmonized core curriculum that will underpin 
the core satellites for the three information disciplines. Appropriate adjust­
ments to the curricula may also be implemented through short courses and 
continuing education programmes; 

that mechanisms be established to advise, promote and monitor on harmoniza­
tion efforts in the education of African information personnel. Such mecha­
nisms should include publications, advisory services, exchange of material 
resources and personnel in addition to conferences and seminars. In particular 
it is recommended that a Standing Conference of African Institutions of 
Information Studies (librarianship, archival studies and information science) 
be established and that Unesco be requested to provide active support and 
encouragement to promote and sustain this effort; 

that a variety of national initiatives be established and developed, to mobilize 
support and cooperation amongst the three information disciplines (librarian­
ship, archival studies and information science) for implementing the concept 
of harmonization. Of particular significance should be the establishment of an 
inter-disciplinary forum in order to achieve harmonization. One of the primary 
functions of such a forum should be the study of the current and potential 
information needs for identifying the commonalities among the three disci­
plines as a basis for the formulation of a harmonized curriculum; 

that programmes be initiated to enhance the effectiveness of the educators for 
the three disciplines to teach the new harmonized curriculum. It is further 
recommended that a continuing education programme on training of educa-
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tors in information studies (librarianship, archival studies and information 
science) be established and that DSE should provide active support and 
encouragement to promote and sustain this effort.

The Use of Optical Media for Publication of Full Text 

A group of European publishers and librarians has produced a statement entitled 
The use of optical media for publication of full text: cooperation between publishers and 
librarians. This deals with the attractions optical media, in particular CD-ROMs, 
offered to librarians and publishers as a publishing medium parallel to conventional 
forms of publication, and the problems they pose; then with the kinds of textual 
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material (as opposed to bibliographic databases) that optical media might be used to 
store. 

The statement goes on to consider the conditions on which publishers might sell 
or lease optical media to libraries. Activities that should, it is suggested, be 
prohibited are: 

- related production of multiple prints without permission or payment, 
- direct transmission on-line to other libraries without a special licence, 
- downloading to computers other than in the institution, 
- sale of downloaded files. 

Libraries will be looking to provide without permission or payment: 

- access to optical media for scanning or reading on the screen, 
- printing paper copies for individual users, 
- downloading for use within the institution. 

Publishers may wish to offer optical media both on these terms at a high initial 
cost, and at a lower cost with a charge for each use; librarians would then be able to 
choose. 

The statement concludes with a brief discussion of the life of optical discs, the 
possible economic threat to CD-ROMs posed by Digital Audio Tape, and the 
potential of LaserCards.
