gramme to consider taking into account
their respective approved work pro-
grammes and budgets, the organization of
a joint seminar, to be funded through vol-

untary contributions, to review and assess
progress achieved since the United Nations
Conference on Environment and Develop-
ment in promoting and protecting human
rights in relation to environmental questions
and in the framework of Agenda 21, in col-
laboration with the concerned international
institutions and agencies and taking into
account the views of concerned States,
and to consider this question at its fifty-
eighth session under the agenda item en-
