Longer papers of striking originality and cogency may be considered, provided the authors consent to publication in instalments.
Authors are urged to supply full references, including the names and location of publishers and ISBN or ISSN numbers where
applicable.

While any form is welcome, efficiency of production imposes an editorial preference for some forms usual in electronic
communications.
