Supplementary Table 1. Demographic and clinical information on the study participants: Clinical presentation refers to the most prominent symptom at initial presentation. Family history is considered positive if at least one first order relative had a diagnosis of dementia, with “young onset” classed as an onset of symptoms before the age of 65. Those with a family history of young onset dementia were tested for known autosomal dominant mutations of neurodegenerative dementias, but none were found. The Addenbrook’s Cognitive Examination (ACE) III gives a score out of 100, incorporating a range of cognitive domains including attention, memory, verbal fluency, language, and visuospatial skills. All participants had ACE-III assessment on the day of the PET scan. Those seven participants for whom the PET scan led to a change in diagnosis are indicated by an *. Further information on these seven individuals can be found in Table 1 of the main paper.
